WIRE ROUTING

Negative lead wire to be 
looped in cavity of housing 
to allow for proper move-
ment of negative contact.

Route leadwire as-
sembly from negative 
contact fi rst, then push 
positive contact into 
pocket of housing. 
Route positive leadwire 
assembly through wire 
trap on top of negative 
wire.

Excess leadwire should 
be tucked in this area . 
Care should be taken 
to prevent pinching of 
leadwires during reas-
sembly.

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NOTE: The use of a soft 
cloth is recommended 
when installing lightbulbs. 
Direct contact with oils or 
other contamination can 
shorten the life of 
lightbulbs.

NOTE: When bulb becomes dim, do not continue to use worklight.
