NOTE:  All screws should be HAND TIGHTENED.
Do not over tighten screws.  Over tightening screws

may cause part warpage or damage.

NOTE: Before opening the unit or soldering, disconnect ALL power sources.
Turn the power switch "on" momentarily to discharge stored energy.

Radio operates on DC but not on AC:
1. Plug in radio and using a voltmeter, check for DC voltage across items #14

and #15 shown on the wiring diagram. (Approx. 15-22 Vdc).
2. If there is no voltage, change the Transformer Assembly (23-81-0545).
3. If voltage is present, continue to "All other electrical issues" shown below.

All other electrical issues
1. Disconnect the LCD Assembly (22-09-1575) from the Speaker PCB

Kit (14-46-1546) by disconnecting items #11, #13 and #20 on the
wiring diagram.
2. Plug a new LCD Assembly into the Speaker PCB Assembly and check for

proper operation.
3. If the radio works, the LCD Assembly is bad. If the radio still does not

function correctly, replace the Speaker PCB Assembly or Volume Control
Switch.

BASIC  TROUBLESHOOTING

SAFETY NOTE:
Before opening the unit, disconnect all power sources (120 volt cord and/or
battery pack and AA batteries) and turn on the power switch momentarily to
discharge stored energy.
