Apply 30 Oz. Type ‘C Grease, No. 49084230, To The 
Inside Diameter of Support Column of Table. 
Apply .12 Oz. Type l P Grease, No. 49-08-4230, To The 
Groove Of Table Shaft. Also APDIY A Thin Film Of “1 ’ 
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Grease To The O.D. Of Table Shaft And To The-i.Dy Of The 
Center Bore Of Base Prior To Assembly. 
Apply 08 Oz. Type ‘L” Grease, No. 49-08-4230, To The (2) 
.125 Wide Grooves Of Axle. Also Apply A Thin Film To The 
O.D. Of Axle (Not Between The (2) Locating Grooves), And 
To The I.D. Of The (2) Pivoting Hubs Of The Upper Guard I 
Gear Case Prior To Assembly. 
Apply A Dab Of Type ‘L’ Grease, No. 49-08-4230, To The 
Cover End Of Axle, Prior To Assembly Of Upper Guard 
Cover. 
Place 50 Oz. Type “0” Grease, No. 49-08-4200, In The 
Pinion Pocket Of Upper Guard I Gear Case. 
NOTES: 
Tighten 5/l 6” Set Screws Only After Assembly of Upper 
Guard Cover. Loosen Set Screws before disassembly 
of Upper Guard Cover. 
Adjust Cam Until Top Edge Of Lower Guard Is In Line 
f.06 Wrth 030 High Rib On Upper Guard I Gear Case. 
Assemble Retaining Ring With The Concave Bow Of The 
Ring Toward The Gear. 
Place Bearing Cup Into Motor Housing Prior To Assembling 
Onto Armature. 
Retaining Springs Relative Orientation To Be 1800 Apart- 
Dimples To Engage Slots. 
Ball Bearing (On The Commutator End Of Armature)-Seal 
Toward Commutator. Ball Bearing (On Fan End Of

Apply Red Locking Sealant To Two Threads Of Table Shaft
